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Pikk mdngufilm sai jalad alla
Eesti manqufilm 2000-2006

20. sajand |dppes eesti filmile masendava
ikaldusega: aastal 2000 ei saanud meil valmis
iihtegi tdispikka kunstilist linateost. See aga ei
tdhendanud, et neid ei tehtud. Arenduse ja toot-
mise tsiiklid olid mitmel pdhjusel veninud, pdud
hajus, vana kuulujutt eesti filmi surmast oli jalle
liialdatud.

Jargmise kahe aasta jooksul tehti valmis neli
mangufilmi, mille kunstilistes ambitsioonides
ei maksa kahelda. Kvantiteedi ile vdis endiselt
nuriseda, hambaid teritati ka filmide sisulise
kvaliteedi ja vaadatavuse osas. Nditeks kriiti-
kute poolt aasta parimaks linateoseks valitud,
toostusmanipulatsiooni- ja spionaaZiteemaline
“Agent Sinikael" (rez Marko Raat, 2002) kogus
ainult kolm tuhat vaatajat, aga riiklikult soo-
situd patriootiline rahvafilm Vabadussdjast
“Nimed marmortahvlil" (Elmo Niiganen, 2002)
ja suuresti erakapitali toel toodetud komdddia
“Vanad ja kobedad saavad jalad alla” (Rando
Pettai, 2003) tdmbasid vastavalt 168 000 ja
82 000 vaatajat, mis oli Eesti kohta suisa pead-

podritav tulemus, eriti just 1990. aastatel ka-
tastroofiliselt vdhenenud kinokiilastatavuse
taustal.

Uued sihid

Areldi strateegiliseks sihiks seatud kolme tais-
pika mangufilmini aastas, millest Giks pidi olema
autorifilm festivalide tarbeks, teine film rahvale
ning kolmas laste- ja noorsoofilm, jouti alles
2004. aastal. Ent juba jargmisel aastal suutsime
toota rohkem kui pool tosinat tdispikka mén-
gufilmi - justkui oleks NATOsse ja Euroopa Liitu
padsemine ka mangufilmi lilisid avanud. Lpuks
ometi vis koguse iile hdisata, publiku {iks silm
oli televiisori kiiljest kinosaali kallutatud, noo-
remale ja teadlikumale vaatajale mdngis moju-
kat rolli Pimedate 0dde filmifestival (POFF). Ees-
ti Televisiooni moraalse ja ka pisikese rahalise
siistiga hakati tegema madala eelarvega video-
mangufilme, millele pani dla alla ka Eesti Kul-
tuurkapital, lisaks tavapdraselt toetavale Eesti
Filmi Sihtasutusele. Peamiselt Lati ja Soomega
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piiliti elu sisse puhuda rahvusvahelisele koos-
toofilmile. Kohalikku kassat tegid ka lastefilmid;
nii nendele kui ka mdnele autorifilmile pudenes
natuke auhindu teisejdrqulistelt festivalidelt,
aga Moskva festivali Ziirii annab “Sigade revo-
lutsioonile” (Jaak Kilmi, René Reinumdgi, 2004)
eriauhinna Hobedane Piiha Jiiri, mida peeti
eesti manqufilmi kdigi aegade suurimaks saa-
vutuseks. Jad hakkas minema ja filmitegemise
masin oli tuure vdtmas.

Tahaks siin kohe hiipata aastasse 2007, mil
Eesti kolm kiillalt erinevat mangufilmi dratasid
tahelepanu Cannes'i, Karlovy Vary ja Veneetsia
festivalidel, kuid nende magusate tiikkideni jou-
takse alles jargmises analoogilises kogumikus.

Produtsendikesksem tootmine

Aastate 2000-2006 eesti mdngufilmi organi-
seerimise poole pealt tundub olulisem, et piiiiti
kdima tommata uut tlipi tootmise mootorit,
Olitada vdlissuhteid koost6d tarvis, kehtesta-
da anarhilise autorifilmi asemel stuudio- ja

produtsendikesksed reeglid. Paralleelselt kdis
kulissidetagune ja moneti ka tulemuslik lobitdd
kultuuripoliitikutega, et kaubelda riigieelarvest
filmitegemisele suuremat raha, mida on ikka
vdhe, igal pool ja alati. Ent tahan vdsimatu idea-
listina uskuda, et rahast jadvad ikka tahtsamaks
entusiasm, kunstiline eesmérk ja tungipShine
teha tahtmine.

Ulevaade

Vaadates linnulennult aastatel 2000-2006 teh-
tud eesti pikale mdngufilmile, paistab, et raamid
on ndrgad, aga sisul on jumet.

2000 ei andnud midagi, 2006 mdddus kui-
dagi poolikult ja magedalt: kuue tdispika hulka
tehti Gks tubli, vaadatud ja auhinnatud laste-
film “Ruudi” (Katrin Laur, 2006) ning publiku
jaoks pea olematu, kuid sisuliselt keeruline ja
huvitav koostodfilm “Koer, lennuk ja laulupidu”
(Laila Pakalnina, 2006). Kone alla viks tulla ka
kliSeeline, kuid kindla reziikdega ja huvitavate
rollidega tdidetud “Meeletu” (Elmo Niiganen,




2006), milles edukas drimees pdgeneb looduse
ja naturaalse kiilaelu puhastavasse riippe. Aga
Soome-Hiina-Eesti “Armuvalus s@dalane” (AJ
Annila, 2006) pole niivord filmikunst, kui ulme-
lis-muinasjutuline AV-posimine, mida tehakse
maailmas igal aastal sadu. Ei usu, et filmigruppi
oma vdikese tehnilise personaliga tootmispa-
nuse andnud Eestil oli nii vdga vaja tdestada
ka selles mangus osalemise suutlikkust. Gig-
lusmeelsest miljarddrist vanaprouaga “Vana
daami visiit” (Roman Baskin, 2006) jai rohkem
televisiooni tarbeks kokku seatud filmikompo-
sitsiooniks, milles osalesid Eesti draamalavade
superstaarid.

Kiisimus on niiid selles, mis juhtus aasta-
tel 2001-2005 ja kas pika hambaga kriitik vdib
nendel aastatel manqgufilmideks tehtuga kok-
kuvGttes enam-vdhem rahule jddda. Ja kas on
vaja seejuures allahindluseks arvestada filmite-
gemise ildist fooni: vabaturumajandusest hei-
dutatud reZissooride loomingulise potentsiaali
kdikumist, rahvusliku filmitddstuse kdivitamise
pikka vinna, teha tahtmise ja vdimaluste vahe-
list pinget, kineastide ja rahastajate esteetilisi
krampe ja kildkondlikke vastuolusid? Mddnan,
et eessdna pole Zanr kergitamaks telgitagust
kilksutamist, film on liialt kollektiivse vdrguga
tehtav fenomen, milles ei saa vdlistada parata-
matuid intriige.

Kindlasti peab sedastama, et kui 1,35 miljoni
elanikuga vdikeriik, milles eestikeelseid on ca
900 000 suud, suudab viie-kuue aastaga teha

ligi kaks tosinat tdispikka mangufilmi, millest
eeldatavasti paar-kolm-neli jddvad kunstiliste
tahistena kumama aastakiimneteks, siis see
pole ju ndrk. Laias laastus kiimnest tehtust Giks
onnestumine on filmide selitamisel vana valem.

Samas pole ma veel nii ilemeelik, et siin val-
gu ja pauguga oma edetabelit hakkaksin koos-
tama. Kuid maitset ei tohi suhu peita, filmitahi-
seid on vaja noppida, eritleda ja nende dhisosi
tuleb grupeerida kas voi selleks, et linateoste
lile vaielda, neid vdrrelda, vedada laiemaid
suundumusi ja projitseerida oma filmikunsti
jooni Euroopa rahvaste kinokultuuri rastrile.

Laias laastus jaotan mangufilmid nii: auto-
rifilmid, kdmufilmid, koostodfilmid, telemanqu-
filmid, lastefilmid, komdddiad. Mitmes-setmes
filmis on jaotuse tunnused Idbi pSimunud ega
saa neid pdris puhta Zanrina vGtta - filmikunsti
siinteetilisus véljendub ka Zanrilises sequnemi-
ses. Lihtsam on nelja viimase riihmaga, kust aga
jooksevad autorifilmi joujooned, jdab paljuski
suvaliseks ja vaieldavaks. Kdik tahavad kassat
teha, laia kOlapinda luua, iseasi kui hdirivalt
ambitsioon tihtipeale eklektiliste ripatsitega
filmist vdlja paistab.

Telefilmid

Mitmed nooremate reZissooride tehtud tele-
mangufilmid nagu teleajalooaineline “Kohtumi-
ne tundmatuga” (Jaak Kilmi, 2005) ja rahvusliku
teatrivaramu tiikki kasitlev “Libahundi needus”
(Rainer Sarnet, 2005) on autorifilmi tunnustega,



kuid sdnumi 166v selgus on jddnud vist Kiirus-
tamise ja vdhese raha tdttu realiseerimata.
“August 1991" (limar Raag, 2005) restaureerib
subjektiivselt soola lisades Tallinna vaprate
teletootajate sekeldusi 1991. aasta augustiputsi
aequ.

Koostdo- ja lastefilmid

Pidev hdda on koosttdfilmidega, mine vdta
kinni, mis nende harmoonilist valjundit hairib.
Lisaks "Armuvalus sodalasele” ei veennud kahe
hddalisest venna lugu “Kohtumine vddras lin-
nas” (Esa Illi, 2003), “Koera, lennuki ja laulupeo”
peletas olematu publik.

Kdige lihtsam paistab olevat lastefilmide-
ga, neid on kolm: vdlurkassi ja seiklejapoisiga
“Rodvlirahnu Martin” (René Vilbre, 2005), “Ruu-
di" ja koostdos latlastega “Veepomm paksule
koutsile” (Varis Brasla, 2004). Lastefilmi tiheks
justkui kohustuslikuks |dhtekohaks on see, et
omapdi jdetud lapsed Idhevad ula peale, neil
on ainult kas ema voi isa. Vaadeldava perioodi
2000-2006 esimene film “Head kded" (Peeter
Simm, 2001) tehti samuti koostdds Iati kineas-
tidega ning sedagi kriminaalsuse ja armastuse
elementidega seikluslikku koguperelugu vdib
pooleldi lugeda lastefilmiks. Reziss6or Simm
tunnistati Lati aasta parimaks filmilavastajaks
ning ildse paistab filmikoostdd Latiga paremini
sujuvat kui Soomega. Teise Peeter Simmi diri-
geeritud filmi, asiste suhetega road movie "Ko-
rinil” (2005), mis tehti koos Saksamaaga, lasid

kriitikud siin pdhja, aga Saksamaa levi korjas
selle kaks aastat hiljiem oma kinodesse ikkagi
iiles.

Komaoddiad ja suhtedraamad
Paljud itlejad nagu teaksid, kui raske on teha
head komdddiat, kuid vahesed on seda ka tei-
nud. Igasugused filmid sisaldavad komdddia
elemente, kohustuslikke naerukohti ja emotsio-
naalsusele rohuvat huumorit, ent hoogsaid tdis-
komdddiaid tehakse ikka vdhe. Vahest kiimnest
tiks. Nii valmis ka meil ainult kaks komoddiat:
eelmainitud “Vanad ja kobedad saavad jalad
alla” ja muinasajalugu parodeeriv “Malev” (Kaa-
ren Kaer, 2005). Romantilise varjundiga “Vanad
ja kobedad..” kujutab Gleminekuiihiskonna
kitsaskohti nii maal kui linnas, filmi meeleolu
tdhtis komponent on popansambli Genialistid
vokaalmuusika. Stiiidimatu lustiga kokku traa-
geldatud jdmeteatraalne “Malev" aga keerab
vindi iile, ndidates Eesti muinasiihiskonna pa-
ganliku kiilaelu ja Euroopast usku toovate ris-
tirliitlite vastuolu. Takuste kostlitimide ja naiiv-
jouliste tiilipidega film on tdhelepanuvdarne
ka seetBttu, et tehti entusiastlike politoloogia-
tudengite eestvGttel poole miljoni krooni eest,
mida kroonis traditsioonilise loosiga tdmmatud
peaauhind Riia Arsenalsi filmifestivalil. Voiks
oelda, et "Malev" jadb kusagile pullitegemise ja
filmikunsti vahepeale, ndidates, et vdikses vae-
ses riigis saab vahel ka nii teha.

Keerulisem on eritleda nn kdmufilme, mis



piiliavad lida mitut kdrbest korraga: haarata
palju publikut, sdrada festivalidel, levida valis-
maal, olla kunst. Kindlasti tehakse nende filmide
votete alguses ja eriti esilinastuse paiku PR-et-
tehooldust, toidetakse tabloidajakirjandust ja
“masseeritakse” kriitikuid. AZiotaaZ aga annab
vastupidise efekti. Nditeks maailma Gihe tippmo-
delli palganud “Tdna 66sel me ei maga” (llmar
Taska, 2004) jdi amorfseks suhtedraamaks, kri-
minaalsed kdigud dises linnas ei hoia vaatajat
[0a otsas.

Keerulised olid lood “Karu siidamega” (Arvo
Iho, 2001), mille stsenaarsed liinid kiskusid hara-
li ning rasked votted heidutati Siberisse ja mu-
jale. Filmi peategelane on noor jahimees, kelle
aur kulub aga mitte karusloomade kiittimisele,
vaid armuseiklustele. Need lood jédvad orgaani-
liselt sidumata, kompositsioon logisema.

Vabadussdda (1918-1920) kui Eesti riigi tdi-
deviija on Eesti ajaloo kdige tdhtsam siindmus.
Pole siis ime, et seda kujutav “Nimed marmor-
tahvlil" pdlvis suure publikuhuvi. Kunstilises
plaanis on ikka parem pool muna kui tiihi koor.
Film annab vaheldumisi verise ajaloo suurt
plaani, relvis koolipoiste sdjarlihma traagilist
vGitlust ja muidugi ka sojafilmide kliSeeks saa-
nud fove story't.

Tehti ka autorifilmi moodi linateoseid meie
kaasaegsest elust, karmist argireaalsusest ja
vdikese inimese vaevast varakapitalistlikus
Gihiskonnas. “Stiilipidu” (Peeter Urbla, 2005)
kujutab kolme ettevdtlikku nooremapoolset
nutikat naist, kes loovad raskuste kiuste oma
kostiiimilaenutuse firma. Selle foonil kooruvad
vdlja mitmed isaste ja emaste inimeste psiih-
hofiilsilised suhted. Film on korralikult kompo-
neeritud ja maalilise kaamerat6dga, kuigi kogu
stindmustik leiab aset linnas.

Maailmas parasjagu pdletavat terrorismitee-
mat piiiab ekspluateerida "Kuldrannake"” (Jiri
Sillart, 2006), aga film jadb vaatamata teravate-
le momentidele kuidagi tehislikuks, kodanlikult
ilutsevaks salongijandamiseks. Elule jalgu jda-
nud kunagine bdndiliige imbub rannikuvillasse,
kuhu koguneb pidu panema joukal jdrjel selts-
kond. Mitmed suud radgitakse pissirohutiinni
otsas puhtaks, aga suurt pauku ei tule, kuigi
kedagi ju vdinuks Bhkidagi.

Kirsid tordil

Niiiid aga jéuan oma kolme kirsini aastate 2000-
2006 Eesti mangufilmitordil: “Agent Sinikael”
(2002), “Somnambuul” (Sulev Keedus, 2003) ja
“Sigade revolutsioon” (2004).




“"Agent Sinikael” lahkab isedralikul moel ma-
nipulatsiooni tehnoloogiat Gleminekuihiskon-
nas, kus ekspluateeritakse odavat to6joudu. PR-
masinavark ja todstusspionaazi skeem on vilja
mangitud usutavuse piiril, kiiinilisus ja grotesk
todtavad, rollide kallal norida ei saa.

Ténaseks maha I8hutud Sakala keskuse roh-
kem kui tuhat vaatajat mahutanud saalis aset
leidnud “Sigade revolutsiooni” esilinastus mee-
nutas pigem rockkontserti kui filmistindmust.
Film kujutab 1980. aastate teisel poole Eesti
Opilasmaleva iiht suvelaagrit, kus leiab aset suu-
rem konflikt kommunismimeelse juhtkonna ja
toolaagri laste vahel, kes on nuusutanud vaba-
duse tuult. See palavikulise segasepanemise at-
mosfddriga film 13i siinsed kriitikud kahte lehte
ja pdddis Moskva festivali hdbedase auhinnaga.

Palju painavamaks “sonimiseks” osutus aga
“Somnambuul”, mis kujutab Ndukogude Liidu
okupatsiooni tulekut Eestisse, iihte kdrvalisse
rannikukilla, kus elavad tuletornivahist isa
ja tema tiitar. See vdga maaliline, lausa fan-
tastilise operaatori- ja kunstnikutddga kaunis
“"kuutbine” film on ka kummaliselt maagiline,
osale vaatajatele kiillap punnitavalt teatraalne,
aga slimboolne ja rusuv kindlasti. Tundub, et
pikemat aega eesti autorifilmi viimaseks mohi-

kaanlaseks peetud Sulev Keedus “vaatab” filmi
tehes liiga korvalt, ei sukeldu tdie hasardiga
episoodide tuuma, surub ilekeeva intuitsiooni
sordiini alla. Ometi on tema maagilisest realis-
mist kumav kiilm hullus sageli jubedamgi kui
nditaks Emir Kusturica johkernaljakas karneval.

Kokkuvote

Mis siis ikkagi juhtus 2000-2006, millised nihked
leidsid aset vorreldes aastatega 1991-1999? Ei
midagi erilist ega Ule mdistuse kargavat. Filme
tehti enam-vdéhem sama palju, kuid seda mitte
liheksa, vaid viie aastaga - seega pea poole
rohkem! Iseseisvuse taastanud riigis hakkas
toimima sisteemselt organiseeritud filmielu,
murrangu asemel leidis aset evolutsiooniline
protsess, Eesti pikk mangufilm sai jalad alla ja
hakkas kaela kandma.

Full-length feature film found a firm |

Estonian Features 2000-2006

The 20th century ended with a depressing
drought for Estonia: no full-length artistic films
were completed in 2000. But this did not mean
none were being made. Development and pro-
duction cycles had been delayed for various
reasons, the drought dissipated and the old
rumour about the death of Estonian film again
turned out to be an exaggeration.

The following two years gave us four featu-
re films, the artistic ambitions of which cannot
be doubted. The quantity could still be moaned
about and teeth were also sharpened on the
substantial quality and the number of viewers.
For instance, the film the critics chose as the
best of the year, Agent Wild Duck (director Mar-
ko Raat, 2002) about industrial manipulation
and espionage, only attracted three thousand
viewers, while the state-favoured patriotic
people’s film about the War of Independence,
Names in Marble (Elmo Niiganen, 2002) and the
largely private capital based comedy Made in
Estonia (Rando Pettai, 2003) attracted 168,000
and 82,000 viewers respectively, which were
rather dizzying results for Estonia, especially in
the light of the disastrous drop in the number of
cinema goers in the 1990s.

New Strategies

The timidly set strategic target of releasing th-
ree full-length feature films a year (one of which
had to be an author film for festivals, another
a film for the people and the third a children’s
or youth film) was achieved only in 2004. But
already the following year we were able to pro-
duce over half a dozen full-length feature films
- as if joining NATO and the European Union
opened the floodgates of feature films. Finally,
we were able to whoop with joy over the quan-
tity; one eye of the audience had been drawn
from the television towards the cinema, and
the younger and more informed viewers took
active interest in the Black Nights' Film Festival
(Pimedate Odde filmifestival or POFF). With the
moral support of Eesti Televisioon and with a
small financial boost, producers started making
low-budget video feature films, which were in
addition to the traditional support from Esto-
nian Film Foundation also backed by the Cultu-
ral Endowment of Estonia. Attempts were made
to rekindle the international cooperation in the
area of film production mainly with Finland and
Latvia. Children’s films were local cash mag-
nets; both these and a few author films recei-
ved some awards from second-rate festivals.




ooting

The jury at the Moscow festival gave Revolution
of Pigs (Jaak Kilmi, René Reinumdgi, 2004) the
special award Silver Saint George, which was
considered as the greatest achievement of Es-
tonian feature films ever. The ice was going and
the film-making machine was gearing up.

| would here like to briefly jump to year 2007,
when three rather different Estonian feature
films attracted attention at the Cannes, Karlovy
Vary and Venice film festivals, although these
sweet pieces of work are discussed only in the
next similar compilation.

New Orientation in Production

In regards to the organisational side of Estonian
feature film in 2000-2006 it seems more impor-
tant that film-makers were trying to launch a
new type of production engine, build up smooth
foreign relations for cooperation and establish
studio and producer based rules instead of the
anarchic author films. At the same time, rather
successful behind-the-scenes lobby work with
culture politicians was being carried out in
order to wrangle more monies for film-making
out of the state budget - the monies that are
always scarce, everywhere and at all times. But
as a tireless idealist | would like to believe that

enthusiasm, artistic purpose and urge-based
will to do something still remain the most im-
portant drivers.

Overview

If we take a birds-eye view on the Estonian full-
length feature films produced in 2000-2006 it
seems that while the framework is weak, the
content is promising.

2000 gave us nothing, and 2006 passed
somewhat half-heartedly and lamely: the six
full-length feature films produced included one
good children’s film, Ruudi (Katrin Laur, 2006),
which attracted viewers and won awards, as
well as a substantially complex and interes-
ting cooperation film, Hostage (Laila Pakalnina,
2006), which went nearly unnoticed for the au-
dience. We could also mention Mindless (Elmo
Niiganen, 2006), which was rich in clichés and
lacking in content, but dextrously directed and
filled with interesting role performances, telling
a tale of a successful businessman escaping
into the cleansing arms of nature and primiti-
ve village life. But the Finnish-Chinese-Estonian
Jade Warrior (AJ Annila, 2006) is not film art,
but rather a sci-fi/fairytale AV-soothsaying, the
kind of which is produced by hundreds in the




world every year. | do not believe that Estonia,
who contributed to the production process with
its small technical team, really needs to prove
its ability to participate in this game. The film
about an old justice-minded lady billionaire,
The Visit of the 0ld Lady (Roman Baskin, 2006)
was more of a film composition put together for
television, featuring the superstars of Estonian
drama stages.

The question now is: what happened in 2001-
2005 and can discontented critics be on the
whole more or less satisfied with the feature
films produced in those years? And whether
we need to make an allowance for the general
background to film-making: the fluctuation of
the creative potential of directors intimidated
by free market economy, the protracted period
of launching the national film industry, the
strain between the urge to create and the pos-
sibilities, the aesthetic cramps of cinéastes and
financers as well as cliquey conflicts? | admit
that the foreword is not the genre for unveiling
the back-stage bickering, film as such is too
much a phenomenon created in a collective ne-
twork, in which inevitable intrigues cannot be
excluded.

It must definitely be noted that the result
cannot be considered weak, when a small
country with 1.35 million inhabitants, of which
ca 900,000 are Estonian-speaking, is in five-
six years able to produce nearly two dozen
full-length feature films, of which two, three or
maybe four will presumably shine on as artistic
milestones for decades to come. At large, one

success in every ten films made is an old for-
mula in evaluating films.

At the same time | am not yet quite so fro-
licsome as to go crash-bang into preparing my
own TOP 10 list here. But taste should not be
hidden away in the mouth and film benchmarks
need to be picked, distinguished and their com-
mon denominators grouped, if even for the
purpose of arguing over the films, to compare
them, to determine wider trends and project
the features of our own film art onto the screen
of European cinema culture.

| roughly divided feature films as follows:
author's films, sensation films, cooperation
films, TV feature films, children's films, come-
dies. In several films the characteristics of this
division are intertwined and they cannot be re-
garded as being pure of genre - the synthetic
nature of film art is also expressed in the mix
of genres. It is easier in the case of the four lat-
ter groups - but where the power lines of the
author's film run remains largely random and
controversial. Everyone wants to cash in and be
widely recognised - another thing is that how
annoying the ambition often appears through
the eclectic decorations used in the film.

TV Dramas

Several TV feature films made by younger direc-
tors, like Touched by the Unknown (Jaak Kilmi,
2005) about TV history and The Curse of a We-
rewolf (Rainer Sarnet, 2005) about a play from
the national drama repository both carry featu-
res of an author’s film, but the striking clarity of



the message has been left unrealised probably
due to hurrying and the lack of funds. August
1991 (Ilmar Raag, 2005) presents a spiced-up
restoration of the events the brave TV emp-
loyees had to live through in Tallinn during the
August Putsch in 1991.

Children and Cooperation Films
Thereisconstant trouble with cooperationfilms -
it is hard to put one's finger on what disturbs
their harmonic output. In addition to Jade War-
rior, the story of two distressed and troubled
brothers in Brothers (Esa Illi, 2003) remained
unconvincing, and Hostage was dispelled by the
non-existent audience.

Children’s films seem to be the most approac-
hable and there are three of these: Mat the Cat
(René Vilbre, 2005) featuring a magic cat and an
adventurous boy, Ruudi and in cooperation with
Latvians Waterbomb for the Fat Tomcat (Varis
Brasla, 2004). It would appear that one of the al-
most mandatory starting points of a children’s
film is that kids who have been left on their own
get up to mischief and they only have either a
mum or a dad. The first film of the period under
observation, 2000-2006, Good Hands (Peeter
Simm, 2001) was also produced in cooperation
with Latvian cineastes and this adventurous
family story with elements of crime and love
can also be half-regarded as a children's film.
Director Simm was declared the film director of
the year in Latvia. In general, cooperation with
Latvia seems to go better than with Finland.
Another film directed by Peeter Simm, the mat-

ter of fact road movie fed Up! (2005) produced
in cooperation with Germany, was sunk by cri-
tics here, but the German distribution network
still picked it up for its cinemas two years later.

Comedy and Relationships

Many of those expressing opinions seem to
know how hard it is to make a good comedy, but
only very few have actually done it. All kinds
of films contain comedy elements, mandatory
laughing places and humour relying on emotio-
nality, but the number of full-on hearty come-
dies is still very small. Perhaps one in ten. This
is also the case in Estonia, with only two come-
dies having been made: the above mentioned
Made in Estonia and a primeval history parody
Men at Arms (Kaaren Kaer, 2005). The roman-
tically flavoured Made in Estonia depicts the
problems of transition-period society both in
the country and in town, with the vocal music of
the pop band Genialistid forming an important
element of the mood of the film. Men at Arms
with its innocently merry stitch-up quality and
rough theatricality, however, overdoes it, depic-
ting the conflict between the village life of the
Estonian primeval society and the crusaders
bringing us religion from Europe. This film with
its towy costumes and naive-robust characters
is also remarkable due to the fact that it was
made under the initiative of enthusiastic polito-
logy students for half a million kroons and was
awarded the traditionally drawn main prize at
the Riga Arsenals film festival. It could be said
that Men at Arms remains somewhere between



fun-making and film art, demonstrating that in
a small country sometimes things can also be
done differently.

It is more difficult to distinguish between
the so-called sensation films, which attempt
to kill several flies at once: to attract large au-
diences, to shine at festivals, to be distributed
abroad and to be regarded as art. The begin-
ning of the shoot and especially the premieres
of such films definitely involve preliminary PR
work, feeding information to the tabloids and
lobbying the critics. But the build-up often gives
an opposite effect. For instance, Set Point (llmar
Taska, 2004), featuring one of the world's top
models, remained an amorphous relationship
drama, with the criminal windings and turnings
in a night-time city not providing enough stimu-
lation to the viewer.

Things were complicated with Heart of the
Bear (Arvo Iho, 2001), the scenario lines of
which tended to branch off wide, with the dif-
ficult shoot conducted in Siberia and elsewhere.
The main character of the film is a young hunter,
whose main efforts are not spent on hunting fur
animals, but on love adventures. These stories
are not organically connected, the composition
is left shaky.

The War of Independence (1918-1920) as the
executor of the Estonian State is the most im-
portant event in the history of Estonia. Thus it is
no wonder that Names in Marble depicting the
war attracted great interest from the audience.
In the artistic sense, it is still better to have half
an egg than an empty shell. The film switches

between the broad picture of the bloody his-
tory, the tragic fight of armed schoolboys and
the classic cliché of war films, a love story.

There were also author's film type films about
our contemporary life, the harsh everyday rea-
lity and the toiling of the small person in the
early capitalist society. Shop of Dreams (Peeter
Urbla, 2005) depicts three enterprising young
and clever women, who in spite of difficulties
establish their own costume rental company.
On this backdrop, various psychophysical
relationships between males and females are
opened. The film is properly composed and the
camerawork is scenic, although all the events
take place in town.

An attempt to exploit the currently extre-
mely hot global subject of terrorism has been
made in Golden Beach (Jiri Sillart, 2006), but in
spite of its sharper moments the film remains a
somewhat artificial, bourgeoisie and flam-
boyant boudoir meddling. A former band mem-
ber who has been discarded by life ends up ina
beach villa, where a wealthy company of people
is gathering for a party. Several chests are un-
burdened on top of a gunpowder keg, but no big
bang follows, although perhaps someone could
have been blown up after all that.

Cherries on the Cake
But I now come to the three cherries on the cake
of the 2000-2006 Estonian feature film: Agent
Wild Duck (2002), Somnambuul (Sulev Keedus,
2003) and Revolution of Pigs (2004).

Agent Wild Duck takes a peculiar approach



to manipulation technology in a transitional
society, which exploits cheap labour. The PR
machinery and the industrial espionage sche-
me have been acted out on the boundaries of
believability, the cynicism and the grotesque do
work and nothing bad can be said about the role
performances.

The premiere of Revolution of Pigs at the
Sakala Centre (by now demolished), in a hall
seating over a thousand viewers, was more
like a rock concert than a film event. The film
shows us a summer camp of Eesti Opilasmalev
(a students’ working camp) in the second half of
1980s, where a major conflict emerges between
the communist management and the kids in the
working camp, who have sniffed the winds of
freedom. This film with its feverish crazy-talk
atmosphere divided the local critics into two
and received the silver prize from the Moscow
film festival.

We are presented with a much more haunting
wanderings in Somnambuul, which depicts the
arrival of the Soviet occupation to Estonia, to a
remote coastal village, where a lighthouse kee-
per and his daughter live. This extremely scenic
“somnambulist” film with its fantastic operator
and artist work is strangely magical, perhaps
exaggeratedly theatrical for some viewers, but
definitely symbolic and depressing. It seems
that Sulev Keedus, who has long been consi-
dered the “Last of the Mohicans” of Estonian
author’s film is perhaps standing too much asi-
de when making the film, failing to fully plunge
into the heart of the episodes and suppressing

the over-boiling intuition. But nonetheless,
the cold insanity emanating from his magical
real-ism is often even more spooky than, for in-
stance, Emir Kusturica's brutal-comic carnival.

Conclusion

So what happened in 2000-2006, what shifts
took place compared to 1991-1999? Nothing
special or mind-boggling. More or less the same
number of films were made, although not in nine
years, but five - so nearly twice as many! The
film life in the country that had regained its in-
dependence started working in a systematically
organised manner, instead of a breakthrough
we were witness to an evolutionary process -
the Estonian full-length feature film found a
firm footing and started bearing its neck.
